Dues, 
however, do not cover our expenses and we rely heavily on fundraising to help bridge 
that gap.  Fundraising is crucial for any not-for-profit organization to flourish but it is 
especially so for a Temple that is solely supported by its congregants.  Yet, I know 
there are still some of you out there that have not considered donating to this worth-
while campaign.  I implore that you reconsider.  We need your help.  The clock is tick-
ing and time is running out.  The size of your donation does not matter.  Give what 
you can afford, just be as generous as you can.  Trust me, we are all thankful for what 
you can do.

Eight Candles, Two Ideas 

One of the stock conventions of newspaper cartoons has one of the characters thinking, pondering, and finally getting an idea. 
A light bulb suddenly goes on over the character’s head. The light is a symbol of understanding, of getting it. 
Among other things, that’s what the lights of Hanukah represent. In Jewish tradition, candle flames have always stood for con-
sciousness, for understanding. So here’s two light bulbs, candles, ideas – whatever you want to call them. 
Books: prayerbooks, Hebrew books, great-grandpa’s books, books that you’ve ended up with but feel you shouldn’t throw out. 
You’re right. Don’t. When you hear of the death of a loved one, or an acquaintance, gently suggest that it is an honor to bury 
someone with sacred books, either in the coffin or directly in the grave. Obviously you’ll have to tread lightly, but it can be of 
great comfort to the mourners to know that the deceased is being honored in this way. Please understand, this is not a matter of 
getting rid of the books. They can always be buried alone. To bury them with a person whose life has touched ours is to do a 
double mitzvah. Please call me if I can be of help in arranging for this. 
Jewish learning: classes, books, Hebrew, Torah, history, customs, ethics… Even those who weren’t very fond of us (the Mus-
lims) called us the People of the Book. Learning is the life-blood of Judaism. Without Jewish learning there will be no Jews. 
Books we should bury. Our Judaism we should not. Let the eight lights of Hanukah kindle a renewed commitment that our chil-
dren have a quality Jewish education. Let they also rekindle in us adults the thirst for more light, more knowledge, more under-
standing. 
These are not empty words. If you are not now Jewishly knowledgeable, now is the time to begin doing something about it. 
Come to Torah study class. Attend our adult education programs. Speak with me about an adult Bar or Bat Mitzvah if you didn’t 
have one when you were thirteen. And please, please remember that as much fun as it may be, the chances of your child be-
coming a professional baseball/soccer/football/basketball/piano player are extremely small. There is a one hundred per cent 
chance, though, that your child will grow up to be an adult Jew, in need of the ethical and moral guidance of our four thousand 
year old tradition, for the rest of his or her life. Jewish learning is not just another after-school activity. Please give it the priority it 
deserves. 
Two ideas. Eight lights. We can all, I’m sure, think of many others, not just for the eight days of Hanukah, but for every day. 
For now, may the Hanukah lights enlighten us to honor our deceased loved ones by sending sacred books along with them as 
they enter eternal peace. May we commit ourselves anew to the survival of our people in a most crucial and meaningful way: 
through Jewish learning. 
May the light of our Judaism shine brightly in all our homes, now and throughout the year.

All of the festivals have certain common factors. One of the ingredients that we find in every festival, with the exception of 
Chanukah, is the obligation to eat a festive meal. Although we eat latkes and sufganiot (doughnuts), this is a custom, not an 
obligation. It is not one of the mitzvoth of Chanukah. The only specific mitzvah of Chanukah is to light the Menorah. 
One of the qualities of Chanukah, which the Talmud emphasizes, is the requirement to publicize and make known the miracle of 
Chanukah. The lights of Chanukah should be lit in a window, thus the lights of Chanukah, the symbol of the miracle, became a 
public statement of Jewish faith. 
One of the legendary fighters for keeping Judaism alive in Communist Russia in the darkest years of the Stalin repression was 
Rabbi Asher Sossonkin. He spent many years in Soviet labor camps for his "counter-revolutionary" activities. In one of these 
camps, as Chanukah approached, Reb Asher saved half of his two weeks ration of margarine, which he used for oil, and with a 
friend’s help produced a “real” menorah made of an empty food can. The first night the “menorah” lighting went off without any 
problem, as it did on the second, third and fourth nights of the festival. On the fifth night, just as Reb Asher lit five flames in his 
menorah, an officer from the camp's high command suddenly entered the barracks. The prisoners all froze in their places in awe. 
The officer walked to the back doorway where Reb Asher bent over five still-burning flames of his candelabra.  For a very long 
minute the officer gazed at the menorah. Then he turned to Reb Asher.  “Five?" he asked. "Five," replied the Reb Asher. The 
officer turned and exited without a word. 
Chanukah, the Festival of Lights is a time for dedication and re-dedication.  We have much to celebrate, not just the miracle of oil 
burned for eight days, but the miracle of the existence of the Jewish people and the Jewish State.
