Where Do We Go From Here? 
 

Our world is a mess.  You don’t need me to tell you that.  But perhaps I might make some suggestions 
about how we might respond. 

It is mightily seductive to look back to earlier, simpler times, retreat from some of the insanity around 
us: 

 
The oldest piece of writing in existence is in cuneiform script written on a sheet of 

papyrus.  Someone who lived over 6,000 years ago complained, “Alas, times are not 
what they used to be.” [“Rabbinical Assembly Homiletics Service”, Bamidbar, pg. 13, 
1989] 

 
It is no more useful to try and stay put.  “Time and tide wait for no man [or woman]:” 
 

Two men were living on a houseboat.  One night, while the men were sleeping, the 
boat broke loose from its mooring and drifted into the open sea.  One of the men got up 
in the morning before his mate and, going out on deck, noticed there was no land in 
sight anywhere.  Excitedly, he called to his mate, “Joe, get up quick; we ain’t here any 
more!”  [King Duncan, King’s Computer Treasury of Dynamic Humor, Seven Worlds 
Pub., Knoxville, Tenn., 1990),”Change”.] 
 

 We can’t go back, we can’t stay where we are.  However difficult it may seem, the only direction is 
toward the future.  Dread it as we might, it will inexorably come: 
 

What the caterpillar calls the end of the world, the Creator calls a butterfly.  [From 
“A Path Through Suffering,” pg. 132, by Elisabeth Elliot Gren, published by Vine Books, 
1990] 

 
 Isn’t what these High Holydays are all about?  Sure, we look back towards the past, our people’s long 
history.  We live in the present as we worship and celebrate with our friends and families.  But most of all we 
look towards the future: the coming year at least, and far beyond that.  Don’t we wish each other a happy new 
year? 
 Yes, new it is.  Good or bad, a butterfly living a long life flitting happily in the sun or one that crashes to 
earth and perishes, it is the new and the unknown that is before us.  We can back into it kicking and screaming 
or with dull eyes and resignation.  Or, we can help actively create the butterflies a beneficent God has ordained 
us to become. 
 All of this year’s High Holyday sermons deal with the issue of Where We Go From Here: towards the 
Messianic future, towards what Judaism teaches about what happens after death, towards an appreciation of 
Israel’s place as our bulwark against anti-Semitism, towards what may be the next stage in the development of 
the Reform movement, towards where our spirituality might lead, and towards a mental and emotional stance 
to help us deal with turmoil around us and coming in the future. 
 From our house to yours, Marian joins me in the fervent hope that this might be a New Year of peace, 
health, and meaning for all of us.  May our Congregation prosper, and may there be a lasting peace in Israel 
and throughout all the world.

President’s Column 
     The calendar of a Temple President is most certainly quite different from the calendars of Congregants.  Here 
it is, late July, and I am writing a column for the September issue of the Lamp. 
     While most are trying to enjoy this relatively cool and certainly very wet “Summer”, the lay leadership of TBS 
is busily engaged in planning for the coming year, and especially the High Holydays and the proposed Merger 
and “Downsizing” Plans. 
     We have just finished a very strong year that was filled with so many accomplishments.  As President, I 
sometimes think that much of what I do is interacting with Board members who do so much and do it so well.  
Perhaps the role of expediter and an organizer for selection actions would describe better how I see the role of a 
Temple President.  
     For example, through the Summer, VP Jon Bernstein worked with the school administrators to shape and firm 
up policies, in addition to making efforts to achieve even greater fiscal responsibility.  We recognize our 
religious commitments to education, but costs have to be controlled and deficits reduced.  Furthermore, users 
should bear a proportionally higher cost of any operating deficit--for the Religious School, the entire community 
will share, whereas for the Nursery School, users must carry the costs. 
     Jon was fortunate to have Lori Gandelman chairing the Education Committee and Iris Freyer working with the 
Youth Group. 
     In social action, VP Nancy Kenney works with a group of highly dedicated and committed Trustees to 
conceive of activities and implement them.  At Board meetings, we have a standing joke line—“Thank you, Tobi 
(Mathios) and it is for all that she does in organizing so many efforts.   
     Last May, Elaine Getz did a huge amount of work to get TBS represented in the Israel Day Parade in NYC.   
And for those with college-age children, they and their children can thank Gene Bass for his efforts in sending 
packages to remind the college students about their ties to TBS and Reform Judaism.   
     Through the collective efforts of Nancy’s team, we all can share in fulfilling three Tikkun values of Torah- 
tikkun ha-nefesh-repair of the soul; tikkun ha-am- repair of the people; and tikkun ha-olem, repair of the world.   
     VP Paula Ridge worked with Ritual, Publicity and the Lamp.  The High Holydays are so very important and we 
should appreciate the incredible efforts expended by Ritual chaired by Jay Grossman.  It is not “just” renting 
Rockland Community College, but evaluating alternative locations; renting chairs, arranging for the sound 
system and other logistics (thanks to Marilyn Altman, Temple Administrator who does it while trying to get us 
the “best deal” for what we purchase); arranging security and emergency medical (thanks to Bob Stone); 
transporting chairs, choir stands, Torahs, etc… (thanks to the Congregants who come to help and to 
Brotherhood for organizing much of that effort).  Without all of their efforts, we would not be able to have the 
religious service that Congregants have come to expect.  
     I admit to always having had a fondness for the Lamp -- one cannot be Editor for four years and not feel a 
strong sense of loyalty.  As I write this column, I think of the current Editor, Marian Wood, who will be working 
for a few weeks in early August to ensure that the Lamp is edited and sent to Steve Bard for printing and then 
back to the TBS Office for mailing.   
     Then there is Gene Freyer who does TBS’ Publicity.  Gene is one of many of those unsung heroes of the 
Board.  He works with diligence and inspiration to publicize our programs and accomplishments.  He prepares 
quite beautiful news releases, many of which are printed in local newspapers, but, and quite sadly, many others 
do not get onto the printed page.  Yet, he stays enthusiastic and continues his efforts. 
     For those who use the TBS Website, we have Steve Weinberg to thank for his efforts in updating it monthly 
and adding special links and services.   
     Paula also oversees Buildings & Grounds.  The Temple buildings are aging and require upkeep.  Over the 
years, we should have set aside more resources in a dedicated building Fund, but we did not.  Hence, we now 
have to do repairs using current income, but that we do it with austerity.  Al Osterlitz assisted these efforts, but 
we must also thank Marilyn Altman forgetting us “the most bang for our dollars”.  
     The TBS “membership” arm is headed up by Donna Sobel.  Donna is not a VP, but I think of her as an 
Executive Officer on par with the VPs defined by our Constitution. 

     Donna also heads the Membership Committee and oversees “special projects” that promote the value of 
membership in TBS.  Jen Blotner and Anna Eisenberg took on responsibilities for Shabbat and special event 
dinners.  Brenda Rutstein and Elaine Kaplan served as co-chairs of Chai and organized many well-attended 
events.  In addition, Lois Silverman served as Chair of the Nominating Committee that selected the slate of 
Officers and Trustees for the current year. 
     Lastly, there is “finance”.  Our Treasurer is Carol Garber, a dedicated and hard-working person who has done 
so much to insure that we follow the best accounting practices.  Carol insures that we adhere to our budgetary 
rules and that our actions are in accord with our rules.  
     Carol is a strong leader and is fortunate to have deeply involved and committed members, especially Alan 
Feldstein (CPA) who oversees our office operations and effectively “audits” our fiscal (continued on page 7)  
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records.  Alan will almost certainly object to my use of the word audit but it has value for me in explaining what 
he does.  Every month, Alan works with Marilyn Altman to guarantee that our booking entries follow proper 
accounting practices. I feel very comfortable knowing that our books are in good order and we only spend what 
we budgeted for and we do not spend over and above the approved budget without Board approval.   
     In these times of national fiscal stress, Marci Pekofsky has the awesome and even daunting task of trying to 
disburse needed resources to those in most need of help.  We have a dues adjustment program, known as 
“TDA” -- and the “T” is for TEMPORARY.  Unfortunately, over the years, the program has expanded to the point 
where “temporary” has become ”permanent” to some and some may well be using resources that are no longer 
warranted.  Marci has put fiscal breaks on the program while working diligently and responsibly to ensure that 
the neediest receive assistance.   
     When fiscal times were good, or in the days of wine and roses with a membership exceeding 750 families, 
TBS could well afford to be very generous.  Now, those fiscally flush times are gone and more need assistance 
from a much-reduced pool of resources.  
     We must recognize that the fiscal pot for TDA is made up by monies from Congregants who can afford to pay.  
For every dollar that goes to help a needy Family, a dollar has to come from Congregants and the auxiliary 
groups, Brotherhood and Sisterhood, plus Rabbi Fass who has worked tirelessly to secure additional funding 
for greater TDA assistance. 
     Finally, as we work as an organization, we generate actions.  We debate ideas and pass motions.  And who 
maintains those records? Marion Osterlitz gave so much of herself over so many years and while this past year 
was her last as a member of the Executive Board, I thank her for her years of service and her efforts as 
Recording Secretary.  She made sure that our business accomplishments were recorded and available for future 
Boards.  This is not a trivial accomplishment -- over the decades of TBS' existence, many of our records got lost 
or misplaced.  This past year, Phyllis Stone undertook the gargantuan effort of combing though records of more 
than a decade and compiling all of the motions approved by the Board of Trustees and the Congregation.  
Without such a record, we often ended up trying to fix a problem that had been dealt with before. 
     There were many others who supported the Board’s efforts in achieving excellence--the Temple Office and 
School Office staff, Marilyn Altman and Susan Dutiger, respectively, who did so much to keep little and big 
things moving along.  The two school directors, Lori Scott and Marilyn Fellows, who developed and oversaw 
excellent educational programs.  And, of course, the clergy, Rabbi Fass and Cantor Schwartz who work to 
inspire us spiritually.  
     So, as we now begin a new year, with a new Board of Trustees and Executive Board, let us recognize that we 
have a Temple infrastructure that is strong, dynamic and viable.  We face many challenges, but each generation 
of leadership must not only lead for the moment, but it must also work to develop and produce the next 
committed generation of leadership. 
     It is commonly believed that adhering to the status quo is often the easiest way to lead.  Just go along and 
don’t do anything that will make any individual or group fearful that their personal interests are being 
threatened.  Then, again, staying with the status quo will rarely, if ever, lead to positive developments and 
developing abilities to overcome the inevitable problems that just seem to happen.  We must have the 
determination to choose the best path to the future. 

     Let each of us contribute to TBS in our own way, but let us always remember that we are in this together.  It 
will be better for us that we work together in a positive and kind spirit to enrich the future of Temple Beth Sholom 
and our Congregation. 
     And for the HHD which will be here a few weeks after you receive this Lamp issue,
